Alachua County's service accepts prescription and over-the-counter medications (including pills,
gel caps, capsules or liquids) that are unwanted, expired, damaged or unusable for their intended 
purposes.

Environmental Concerns About Improper Disposal of Unwanted Medicines: 

• It is advised to NEVER flush medication down sinks, drains or toilets.  
• Disposing of medicine into your trash can result in accidental poisoning to children and pets 

and the potential of diversion or theft of medicine prescribed to you.
• Disposing of unwanted pharmaceuticals and medicine in domestic sewage systems is 

causing scientific and national concerns due to the potential threat to aquatic life and human
health from exposure to surface and groundwaters which receive discharges from domestic 
sewage treatment systems.

• Current sewage treatment systems are ineffective in removing low levels of pharmaceuticals 
in the treated waste stream.
