Preserve Rules: 
 

“Take nothing but pictures, leave nothing  but 
footprints, kill nothing but time.” 

 

 Trails are open from 8 am to 6 pm November
-April, 8 am to 8 pm May-October.  Visitors 
on the preserve outside these hours are 
trespassing. 

 Pack out what you pack in. 

 Trails are for cyclists, equestrians and hik-
ers only.  Cyclists must yield to hikers and 
equestrians. 

 Preserve visitors may not establish new 
trails.  Help prevent erosion by staying on 
the designated trails. 

 Collecting or disturbing plants, animals, arti-
facts or fossils is prohibited.  

 No taking, harassing, or killing of wildlife 
without written permission from Alachua 
County. 

 Leashed dogs are allowed on trails provided 
owners pick up after them. 

Advice for Trail Visitors: 
 

 Natural areas and wildlife may be hazard-
ous.  Stay alert, stay on the marked trails, 
and stay safe. 

 Established trails are marked with trail 
signs; other roads are unmarked. 

 During wet weather trails may be flooded.  

 Be prepared for uneven terrain – some 
trails are harrowed (disked)  for  fire-
breaks. 

 For your comfort and safety, wear sun-
screen and a hat, use insect repellent and 
carry water.
